“And	of	Benjamin	he	said,	The	beloved	of	the	LORD	shall	dwell	in	safety	
by	Him;	He	covers	him	all	the	day	long,	and	he	dwells	between	His	
shoulders.”

I	declare	that	I	walk	in	holy	boldness	and	courage.	As	Benjamin	was	
known	for	strength	and	valor,	I	carry	spiritual	resilience	and	clarity.	I	
am	alert,	discerning,	and	prepared	for	the	assignments	God	places	
before	me.	I	do	not	shrink	back,	retreat,	or	hesitate	in	obedience.	I	stand	
firm	in	truth,	steady	in	pressure,	and	courageous	in	responsibility.	

I	declare	that	my	steps	are	precise	and	ordered	by	the	Lord.	I	move	with	
discernment,	wisdom,	and	accuracy.	I	do	not	act	impulsively	or	
recklessly.	My	decisions	are	rooted	in	truth,	guided	by	understanding,	
and	aligned	with	God’s	purposes.	I	walk	with	clarity,	not	confusion,	and	
confidence	that	comes	from	trust	in	the	Lord.
